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NEW FOR 2016

Per IC 6-1.1-3-7.2, beginning for assessment year 2016, there is an automatic exemption for a taxpayer's business personal property in a county if their total acquisition (purchase) cost of that taxpayer's total business personal property in the county is less than $20,000 for the assessment date.  

A taxpayer who is eligible for the exemption is not required to file a personal property return for the taxpayer's business personal property in the county for that assessment date.  However, the taxpayer must, before May 15 of the calendar year in which the assessment date occurs, file annually with the county assessor a notarized certification signed under penalties of perjury stating that the taxpayer's business personal property in the county is exempt from taxation for that assessment date.  No extensions may be granted for the exemption. Late forms are subject to a late filing fee.

Please be advised that the assessment date for both real and personal property is now January 1.  Any personal property owned, held, or possessed on January 1, 2016 must be reported by May 16, 2016.
