INFRACTION DEFERRAL AGREEMENT

The State of Indiana, by its Prosecuting Attorney for the 88th Judicial District, and the Defendant agree, pursuant to I.C. 34-28-5-1(f) and Brown County Ordinance 5-12-03-01, as follows:

I.  State’s Obligations

The State agrees to withhold prosecution of the charges herein so long as the Defendant complies with the terms of this Agreement and the State further agrees to dismiss this cause upon successful completion of the terms of this agreement.

II.  Eligibility

The Defendant affirms, under penalties of perjury, that he/she meets the following eligibility guidelines:

1. The Defendant is not charged with reckless driving or driving while suspended; and

2. The Defendant has not been convicted within the last ten years of a criminal offense for a) operating while intoxicated; or b) operating with a blood alcohol content over .08 or .10 or .15; or c) reckless driving; or d) a crime which involves the dangerous use of a vehicle; and

3. The Defendant has not been convicted of or have a judgment for a traffic crime, infraction or ordinance violation, or participated in a deferral or diversion program for another crime, infraction or ordinance violation within the last two years; and

4. The Defendant currently holds a valid operator’s license, does not hold a CDL and currently maintains insurance on any vehicle he/she owns.

III. Defendant’s Obligations

The Defendant agrees to:

1. Not be cited or charged with any criminal or infraction traffic violation and maintain a valid driver’s license and insurance for a period of six months from the effective date of this agreement.

2. Pay a total of $192.50 by money order made payable to the Brown County Clerk (do not send cash or personal check) and mail along with the waiver form and this Infraction Deferral Agreement to:

3. Keep the Brown County Prosecutor informed of his or her address for the duration of the agreement by mailing changes to: Deferral Program, P.O. Box 1008, Nashville, IN  47448.

IV.  Miscellaneous Terms

1. The effective date of the agreement shall be the date of receipt of payment by the Clerk.

2. This agreement may not be altered from the preprinted language in any way. Any changes are void.

3. If, at any time, the Defendant is determined to be ineligible for or violates any term of this agreement, the State may withdraw from this agreement and prosecute this cause and all money paid by the Defendant in furtherance of this agreement shall be forfeited.

4. No portion of the money paid in furtherance of this agreement may be refunded for any reason.

I affirm under penalty of perjury that I am eligible for the Infraction Deferral Program, that the information about me contained on this form is correct, and that I have read and understand and agree to the terms of the agreement.

Dear Driver,

You have been ticketed in Brown County for a traffic infraction.  You may be eligible for our Infraction Deferral Program. By completing the terms of the deferral program, you will earn dismissal of your traffic ticket, and no judgment will appear on your driving record.

Eligibility

If you know you are not eligible, please do not apply for the program.  You are eligible as long as you meet the following requirements:

· You are not charged with the offense of driving while suspended or reckless driving.

· You have not been convicted within the last ten years of a criminal offense of operating while intoxicated or operating with a blood alcohol content over .08 or .10, reckless driving or a crime which involves the dangerous use of a vehicle.

· You have not been convicted of a traffic crime, infraction or ordinance violation, or participated in a deferral or diversion program for another crime, infraction or ordinance violation within the last two years.

· You currently possess a valid operator’s license that is not a CDL and currently maintain insurance on any vehicle you own.

If you have questions about your eligibility, please feel free to contact me.

Your responsibilities

Signing up.  In order to participate in the deferral program:  1) check the deferral box on the waiver form and complete the remainder of the waiver form; 2) review and complete the enclosed deferral agreement; and, 3) return the completed forms with $192.50 money order payment, made payable to the Brown County Clerk, on or before the court appearance date printed on the bottom of your ticket. Do not get a ticket, commit a criminal driving offense, become uninsured, or lose your license for 6 months.

If you are cited for a new infraction or criminal driving offense or if your license is suspended within six months of the agreement, I will withdraw from the agreement, and you will face prosecution on this ticket plus any new ticket or charge.  Under no circumstances will deferral fees be refunded.

If you are not eligible or if you chose to not participate in the program, simply disregard this letter and either pay the ticket or request a trial as described in the form given to you by the officer.
